Sunbourg encourages interactive e-publishing, ie you are
writing for an audience in which you are at times also taking
part. Sunbourg aims at a global audience and for this reason
it is a multi-lingual publishing site, currently publishing in
English, French and German. You can submit contributions
in any of these languages and translations can be arranged
on request.

You are invited to send proposals for consideration to our
editors and you are expected to send your material in a
quality that requires either no or minimal editorial work only.

Because e-writing is different from conventional forms of
publishing on paper you are asked to comply with Sunbourg’s
house style and you may also have a look at our writing
manuals, which we are happy to send out on request.

A central point of sunbourg’s house style is that we only pub-
lish texts of short and medium length, i.e. texts of a maximum
of 700 words.
